Setting default values

. Switch the page to edit mode.

. Select the macro and click Edit.

. Switch to the Filtration tab.

. Click Set filters' default values.

. Select or enter the appropriate default values
for available filters. You can set multiple values for dropdown,
free text and global filters.

. Click Save.

. Save the macro.
